pokracuje a vyrazné pfispiva ke zlepsovani mikroekonomické situace i stability téchto podniku.
Na zakladé zjisténi Jarniho pribézného hodnoceni 2020 doporu¢ujeme nasleduijici:

Hodnotitel zaroven upozorfiuje na skutecnost, ze hodnoceni bylo zpracovano v prabéhu prvniho
Ctvrtleti 2020 na zakladé hodnoceni vyvoje ve druhé poloviné roku 2019. Neni v ném tak zohlednéna
souCasna situace, ktera se nepochybné promitne do vSech oblasti zivota a ovlivni zasadnim

zpUsobem také dal$i implementace PRV.

The spring term evaluation 2019 as of 31December 2019 is the output of the ongoing evaluation
of the Rural Development Program for the period of 2014-2020 (RDP 2014-2020). The report
summarizes the financial and factual implementation of RDP as of 31 December 2019 and evaluates it
in response to common evaluation questions 1-21 (except of Q19A and Q19B, which will be subject

to a comprehensive evaluation in 2024.

Overall Approach to Evaluation

The spring term evaluation 2019 is based on a combination of quantitative and qualitative evaluation
methods that were used for the preparation of answers to specific evaluation questions. The selected
methods are based on the EU Guidelines for RDP evaluation, especially on the Guidelines to evaluate

guestions 1-21 for Mid-term evaluation 2017°.

Context of Implementation

As of 31 December 2019, 8 rounds of the call were announced in the RDP, whereby the 8th round
of the call took place in the period under review. In addition, a continuous receipt foroperation 4.3.1

Land consolidation, measure M19 LEADER co-operation activities (community-led local development)

and measure M20 Technical Assistance was also in 2019 underway. In the case of “environmental

measures”, there is a continuous submission of grant applications (in the form of so-called Single

Application) since 2015.

Financial Progress of Implementation

The total drawdown of the RDP as at 31 December 2019 amounts to EUR 2,154,963,0051011 which

represents 60.7% of the total allocation for the RDP.

Within the scope of the environmental measures, EUR 1,575,236,919 was reimbursed as
of 31 December 2019, which is 72,1% of the allocation for these measures. The greatest progress has

been made in the measure M1l Organic farming (79.6%), while the lowest is M15 Forest-

environmental and climate services and forest protection42.1%).However, this measure also shows

the strongest increasing trend. In absolute figures, the greatest share of the total drawdown of
environmental measures is attributed to measure M10 within which ca 659 mil. EUR has been

reimbursed.

Since the beginning of the programme period, total public funding of EUR 566,838,379 were
reimbursed in the project area of support (as of 31 December 2019). This amount also includes

payments in Operation 6.1.1 Business start-up aid for young farmers (1,058 subjects). The total

drawdown of the project operations as at 31 December 2019 represents 42.3% of the allocation for
project operations. The highest drawdown rates of the project measures represent operations 4.3.1

Land Consolidation (58.1%), 4.3.2 Forest infrastructure (55.9%) and 4.1.1 Support for investments in

agricultural holdings (58.2%).

Factual progress of implementation

The factual progress of the individual operations is described in the report in chapter 3.3 within
the framework of the individual measures that enter into the evaluation and the answers to the

evaluation questions.

As in the previous evaluation period (as at 30 June 2019), the highest factual progress is achieved

by the operations 4.1.1 Support for investments in agricultural holdings, 6.1.1 Business start-up aid

for young farmers, 8.6.1 Equipment and technologies for forestryand 8.6.2 Technical equipment

of woodworking establishments. The above-mentioned operations also recorded the highest subsidy

rate for the given allocation.

Low implementation progress as at 31 December 2019 is indicated by the low number of participants

in Training actions (1.1.1), with the exception of priority area 2B for young farmers. Low

implementation progress has also been noted in operations6.4.1, 6.4.2 and 16.1.1, 16.3.1%2and 16.4.1.

Also, the implementation of M19 LEADER co-operation activities is lower and corresponds to the later

start of the implementation of M19 projects.

With regard to the yearly periodicity of entering into new commitments within environmental measures
is the factual progress of their implementation identical to progress reported by 30th June, in the
previous evaluation report, The total area supported under AECM still exceeds the target by
approximately 11%. In the case of the measure M11 Organic farming the target value of supported
area is fulfilled by 111% with a year-on-year growth of 4 percentage points. Implementation of other
environmental measures M12 and M13 also show a steady or very slightly increasing trend. In the
case of measure M12 achieves commitment area 106% of the target value (year-on-year increase of

0.4%) and commitment areas in measure M13 also exceed the target value by about 1%.

12Thanks to the significant interest of applicants under the 8th call, a significant implementation shift
can be expected in future periods (committed and paid funds)



A significant year-on-year increase is recorded in case of measure M15, especially operation
15.1.1, whose liability area increased by more than 11% year on year. Progress in operation

15.2.1 shows a lower rate, the area of liabilities increased by less than 5% year on year.

Evaluation questions assessment

During the second half of 2019, the intensity of the overall RDP contribution to the support
of the development of knowledge base, cooperation and innovation, lifelong education
and to the empowerment of the relation between research and development has increased. This
increase was caused mainly due to gradually accelerating implementation in the measure M16 Co-

operation. Nevertheless, lower interest in operation16.4.1 Horizontal and vertical cooperation among

actors in short supply chains and local markets remains. The allocation of 16.1.1 Horizontal and

vertical cooperation in sustainable production of biomass for energy production, food production and in

industrial processes will not be not drained, as well as the target number of supported projects will not

be reached. Of the 20 initially planned operational groups, 15 are now implementing their projects.
About 20% of sector workers have already visited the information and training events supported by the
program. The total number of participants in training events remains with the exception of PA 2B very

low (8% at all realized events).

With regard to the implementation of RDP in Operation 4.1.1 Support for investments in agricultural

holdings, it can be stated that RDP contributes to the modernization of supported farms.
From the evaluation of GVA growth and agriculture output of supported farms, it can be stated that

a positive development has been recorded, respectively effect of on the supported entities.

The ongoing implementation of the RDP shows that this program contributes to the entry of young
farmers into the agricultural sector. 1053 young farmers have already been supported under operation

6.1.1 Business start-up aid for young farmers, which represents 4% of all agricultural holdings in the

Czech Republic.

If young farmers apply for a subsidy in the investment operation 4.1.1, it happens most often in terms
of a-g, which are projects with a maximum subsidy amount of CZK 5 million per project. Almost the
half of the reimbursed investment projects of operation 4.1.1, in terms of a-g, i.e. 1 740 projects, were
implemented by farmers under 40 years of age. More than 80%, fell under terms a) and b), i.e.

projects with a maximum subsidy of CZK 1 million.

Reimbursed projects implemented by food entities (300 unique applicants) under operation

4.2.1Support_for investments in processing /marketing and/or development of agricultural products

represent 4.2% of all food entities in the Czech Republic. This means exceeding the target value
of the number of supported enterprises from RDP against all food entities, which is 4%. RDP
interventions have contributed to improving the competitiveness of food businesses to a greater extent

than intended. From this perspective, the contribution of RDP to value added investment in agricultural



processing can be assessed as beneficial. The increase in GVA and output in supported enterprises

was higher than planned. Here too, the contribution can be evaluated as positive.

Progress in the implementation of interventions, which should contribute to increasing the economic
performance of forestry businesses, is evident, thanks to the increased dynamics newly in both

operations in parallel.

Although the number of supported farms in projects aimed at business diversification is rather low
as of 31 December 2019, given the number of registered and committed projects, the RDP can be
expected to contribute to the diversification of farms as intended, with the exception of the number
of jobs created. Problems with creating new jobs are cross-cutting for most relevant measures

and operations.

RDP does not primarily target operations contributing to PA 5A Increasing efficiency in water use
by agriculture, 5B Increasing efficiency in energy use in agriculture and food processing and 5D
Reducing greenhouse gas and ammonia emissions from agriculture. Investment operations, especially
projects in 4.1.1 have secondary effect. In the evaluated projects, there was increased efficiency
in the value of 0.0002 Toe / thous. CZK of sales. Due to the support of investment projects,
greenhouse gas emissions have increased by 0.92 kt CO2 eq. and ammonia emissions increased
by 0.28 kt NH3. This increase is due to support for projects in which the technological capacity of

livestock housing has been increased, which has resulted in increased GHG and NH3 emissions .

RDP interventions contributed to the production of renewable energy in an annual volume of 3,545
Toe, corresponding to 148.4 TJ. This amount represents only 0.003% of total biomass production
in the Czech Republic intended for non-household use. The contribution of RDP to the total production

of renewable energy in the Czech Republic is therefore very low.

Long-term biomonitorings carried out on plots supported within measures aimed at restoration,
conservation and enhancement of biodiversity and on control plots have shown positive benefits
of implementation of commitments under AECM titles (M10) and organic farming (M11).
Biomonitorings also formulate specific recommendations to increase the benefits of implemented

managements on biodiversity.

Analysing the impact of relevant environmental measures on better water management and fertilizer
and pesticide management has shown that the areas under commitment have a positive impact
on reducing leaching of fertilizers and nutrients. In the vicinity of fields with a conventional
management regime, higher values of substances proving the leaching of fertilizers and nutrients were
recorded in surface water than indicated by measurements in the vicinity of areas with the

predominant environmentally friendly management method (organic farming, integrated production).

Similarly, in the case of soil quality analyses, positive impacts of farming practices considerate
of environment practices on soil quality parameters and water erosion have been proven. Compared

to conventional production, organic farming or integrated production has a proven positive effect



on a number of chemical and physico-chemical parameters of the soil as well as on organic matter
balance and other microbiological characteristics. Measurements using the rain simulator also showed
an order of magnitude less loss of soil and organic matter due to water erosion in areas under organic

farming or integrated production.

Conclusions and suggestions

In the main areas of RDP support, especially in investment measures, in measure M04 particularly,
the implementation progress corresponds to the current phase of the program. It can be stated that
the implementation of measures supporting the development and the increase of the competitiveness
of agricultural and forestry enterprises has advanced successfully and contributes significantly

to the improvement of the microeconomic situation and stability of these enterprises.
Based on the findings of the Autumn Term Evaluation 2019, we suggest the following:

e To assess in detail the reality of achievement the indicators, especially in measures
M0113 and partly also in M16 (operation 16.4.1) and to support absorption capacity.

e To enhance the support of projects focused on ecological and anti-erosion measures,
eventually consider revision of target values for these specific indicators that show the lowest
implementation progress in operation 4.3.1.

e Continue to support projects aimed to diversification, in particular in operations 6.4.1 (all
terms) and 6.4.2

e To advance projects contributing to newly created jobs by assigning more points in preferential
criteria. Reduce target values for newly created jobs.

¢ Implement recommendations formulated by the biomonintoring results with regard to particular
managements under AECM and Organic farming measures (for more specific
recommendations see the answer to the evaluation question).

e For biomonitoring (at least in the future), ensure a clear definition of the requirements for the
interpretation of the data obtained from biomonitoring, the structure and content of the

formulation of conclusions and relevant recommendations.

The evaluator also draws attention to the fact that the evaluation was carried out during the first
quarter of 2020 on the basis of an assessment of developments in the second half of 2019. Thus, it
does not take into account the current situation, which will undoubtedly be reflected in all areas of life
and will significantly affect further implementation of RDP.

13 The RDP MA is already announcing a new round of calls and plans to announce a call for 2020 in
spring and autumn. The RDP MA is now working on the design and simplification of reporting to make
the operation more attractive and faster.
