• Coordination of activities of individual ministries, 
set of priorities in the field of food safety, 
collaboration with national food safety 
institutions, exchange of information among all 
the stakeholders 

  

 



Food Authority 

• Established in 2005 as part of the Ministry of 

Agriculture 

• According with the Regulation 178/2002, Food 

Safety Authority is responsible for bodies performing 

food chain risk assessment, risk management and 

risk communication in the Czech Republic 

• According with the Regulation 882/2004, Food 

Safety Authority is responsible for official controls 

performed to ensure the verification of compliance 

with feed and food law, animal health and animal 

welfare rules

• Established in 2002*

„DATEX CZ data“ 

– Insertion of all data submitted to EU (EFSA)
